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If you're looking for the traditional school lunch mystery meat,
don’t look in Middleton. Tynne Sweeney has made it a mission
throughout her 18 years as Food Service Director for Middleton’s
elementary schools to provide food that is both nutritious and
appealing to students. Having raised two boys of her own, Tynne
is no stranger to the challenge of coming up with healthy options
that kids want to eat. Hence the daily offering of five lunch menu
options, including weekly and daily specials, plus salad and other
fresh produce choices everyday.

Always a step (or two or three) ahead of the current trends,
Tynne started reducing salt and sugar in her menus 10 years
ago. Four years ago, she started phasing in baked snacks, and
two years ago switched over to an entirely baked snack goods
lineup. Today, if your kids are eating fried foods, you can’t blame
the school lunch because everything in Tynne’s kitchens is baked
— from snacks to chicken nuggets!

Tynne is a true food service professional. She is active in a
number of professional associations, including the Metro North
Collaborative and School Nutrition Association. Participating in
continuing education seminars on nutrition, wellness and
leadership, she is able to “stay one step ahead of everybody.”
While other schools may have panicked at the thought of trying to
comply with the proposed school nutrition act (visit
www.mphaweb.org for details on this bill), Tynne is confident that
her menus already reflect the proposed standards, having long
ago incorporated into her menu planning such guidelines as the
Framingham State College list of acceptable snacks and the
National School Lunch Program criteria for reimbursement.

As valuable as her educational background in science may be to
her work, Tynne believes that the fact that she and all her staff
are parents themselves is what really makes the students’
lunchtime experience a good one. Beyond nutrition, she and her
dedicated staff strive “to make lunchtime a happy time.” Smiles
are served with every lunch and they keep a caring eye out for
the occasional child who forgot their lunch, making sure nobody
goes hungry. She has a true fondness for her little customers
and wants to fortify both their bodies and their spirits.

Middleton’s school lunch program is self-sustained, receiving no
tax dollars for its budget. Consequently, Tynne is completely
dependent on reimbursement from the National School Lunch
Program (NSLP), based on the number of lunches she sells.
This makes for a tricky challenge, having to make up menus that
appeal to the students so they want to buy her lunch, while
meeting the nutritional standards of the NSLP so she can qualify
for its reimbursement. As a member of the Metro North
Collaborative (a group of 25 or so area schools), Tynne is able to
reduce her costs by taking advantage of the greater buying
power of the bigger school systems that also belong to the
collaborative. Every year the collaborative teams up to review
bids from competing vendors for everything from paper goods to
frozen foods, assuring our small school system the most bang for
its buck, while maintaining the quality for which Tynne strives.

So the next time your child asks to buy lunch instead of bringing
one, don't cringe in fear or disgust. Know that he or she will be
enjoying a meal filled with the nutrition of a mother’s love.
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In their typical generosity, parents
created a tasteful spread for the
teachers and school staffs during
Teacher Appreciation Week. Heartfelt

thanks were given by the staffs in
person and in writing for the delicious

feasts. Thank you to all the parents
who contributed to the luncheons.
We are especially grateful to Jill
Evans and Laurie Stone who
organized lunch at Fuller Meadow and
Howe Manning, respectively. We also
thank Sol Bean Café for their
generosity in donating coffee and
cake (organic, no less!) to Fuller
Meadow’s last day.
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
